
Attachment A Waste Locate Video 1 Asbestos
[Music plays and NSW EPA logo appears on screen]
[Text appears on screen:  WasteLocate Asbestos]

[Image changes to show a male directing the reversing of a Triton ute and then two males picking up packaged asbestos and placing it in the tray of the ute and doing up the tailgate]

Narrator: Waste Transporters are now required to report the movement of asbestos waste within New South Wales.  WasteLocate has been developed to make it easy to comply with these new requirements.  
[Image changes to show packaged asbestos with yellow “Danger Asbestos Hazard” bunting above it]

Asbestos poses a serious health hazard.  
[Image changes to show a pile of asbestos sheets]

Illegal dumping of asbestos may lead to increased exposure of individuals to asbestos fibres.  
[Image changes to show four people in protective clothing packaging asbestos and then the image changes to show a computer screen with the WasteLocate webpage, two males talking at the rear of the Triton ute and then the camera zooms in on a Smartphone being held]

To ensure asbestos ends up in the right place the New South Wales Government now requires all movements of more than 100 kilograms of asbestos waste or more than ten square metres of asbestos sheeting to be reported to the EPA.

[The camera zooms in on the faces of the two males at the rear of the ute]

Male 1:
So what are you doing on your phone?

[Image changes to show a Smartphone displaying the EPA’S WasteLocate app]

Male 2:
Well as we’re moving over 100 kilograms of asbestos I need to use the EPA’s WasteLocate app so we can track the load from pickup to lawful landfill.  
[Image changes to show the two males talking and then the camera zooms in on the Smartphone screen, zooms out to show the two males talking and then zooms in on the Smartphone screen again]

See every time I pick up a load I log into WasteLocate and enter the details of where I’m picking it up from, the amount of asbestos and then I select the facility, pretty easy, or the Head Office can send me the details then I just select in and set the job.  All that information gets stored in a WasteLocate and it generates a unique Q.R.2.I.D. code for every load.

[Image changes to show the two males talking]

Male 1:
OK. So what is a Q.R.2.I.D. code?

Male 2: It’s just like a bar code.  
[Camera zooms in on the Smartphone app]

Once the code’s been allocated to the load WasteLocate tracks it like a parcel in the post from pickup location to lawful landfill.

[Image changes to show the two males talking]

Male 1: So why would you need to do that?

Male 2: Well you’ve heard about people cutting corners and doing the wrong thing.  Some people just take asbestos, go dump it in the bushland somewhere, or down some quiet back road and then we all have to pay for council or someone else to go clean it up, not to mention it’s a serious health hazard.  This new system, you can be sure the asbestos is going to end up in the right place and disposed of properly.  So customers are getting what they’re paying for.
Male 1: Well that sounds like a good thing to me.

Male 2: Yeah.  It certainly is.

Male 1: It’s been a pleasure.

[Image changes to show the Triton ute driving away and the camera zooms in on the male driver inside the cab and then the camera zooms out to show the ute going over a weighbridge]

Narrator: Disposal facilities are required to display a WasteLocate Q.R.2.I.D. plate which is unique to each facility. 

[Image changes to show the Q.R.2.I.D. plate and then the camera zooms out to show the male driver in the ute cab]

Male 2: Then when I get to the landfill all I’ve got to do is scan the plate near the weighbridge.  This tells the WasteLocate system that I’m at the waste facility.  
[Image changes to show the Smartphone app]

If I’ve collected more than one load it’ll show me a list of loads that I’ve collected and all I’ve got to do is tick off the ones I’m dropping off. 
[Image changes to show the male driver in the ute cab]

 WasteLocate will help ensure that asbestos ends up in the right place.  It stops people from cutting corners and dumping asbestos in our neighbourhoods and that’s got to be good for all of us.
